1 / 3 of all reported injuries occur to 
the knee ligaments in skiing, 
including 70,000 torn ACLs each 
year.

But only 
KneeBinding ski bindings are able to 
respond to all the forces that cause 
the majority of knee injuries in 
skiing. 
 
KneeBindings provide a third 
dimension of performance – the 
patented PureLateralTM heel. This 
mechanism detects the forces that 
cause knee injuries and can allow the 
heel to release directly sideways just 
before the ACL injury can occur. 
 
These revolutionary new ski bindings 
retain all the ease of mounting, 
testing, and usability of ordinary 
bindings, provide high performance, 
reliability, and are much safer.
